Natisone Kayak Club and Canoa San Giorgio have the pleasure of inviting your team(s) to our annual international canoe polo tournament which will be held on the weekend of the 10th and the 11th of July 2010. The event will be held at the Canoa San Giorgio Sports Centre (Via Famula) on the outskirts of the town of San Giorgio di Nogaro on the Corno River in the north-eastern corner of Italy, situated roughly halfway between Trieste and Venice. 

Trieste International Airport is the closest airport to the venue, which is just 20 km away. The matches will be played according to the current I.C.F. Rules. Each team will play a minimum 6 games at the venue.

The expiry date to register your team(s) is the 30th April 2010, when all applications must be returned to the Organisers with the advance payment of the entry fee. Payment in cash will not be possible at the venue. The registration cost for each team is fixed at EUR 70.00 (Euro seventy).

Accommodation: 

A free camp site is available for all participants during the two days of the tournament just near the sporting compound. Toilets, hot showers, running water and electrical facilities are all available inside the Sports Centre. The camp site can also be freely available for those teams which wish to arrive some days earlier until the end of the tournament to train or just to use the site as a base for holiday sight-seeing. 

There are also 6 wooden bungalows situated inside the sports centre with sleeping accommodations available for a maximum of 8 occupants per each unit. The price for the reservation of each bungalow is € 50.00 (euro fifty) per night.

The reservations of these units are based on first come, first occupancy rights. Advance payment is compulsary, specifying the dates of intended usage. Alternative accommodation is also available in the nearby town of San Giorgio di Nogaro. Below is a list of the hotels nearest to the venue:

The 'Franco Baschirotto Memorial Challenge Trophy' (height 90 cm/weight 25 kg) will be awarded permanently to the first club/national team in the Men’s Division I Category to win it three times (not necessarily consecutively). Minor prizes will also be given to athletes and teams in both categories.' The winning team will be awarded the traditional blue 'Azzurro Winner's Tees' printed with the current competition logo to keep as a reminder of their success.

The 'Minin Cup' will be awarded to the first Ladies team classified in the Division II competition irrespective of their final standings in the group. This Trophy will be awarded permanently only if a team wins it three times (not necessarily consecutively).
